Past Presidents
The President plays an important role in the life of the Society, promoting and publicising the choir, acting as an ambassador, helping to smooth out any difficulties and generally looking after the well-being of the organisation.
As far as we have been able to discover, the first President was Mr B W Hinchcliffe. He was succeeded in 1947 by Mr E Mercer, JP, who held the post  for well over twenty years.  

In the early 1970’s Mrs May Wheeldon, JP, who had been Deputy President of the Choral Union for a number of years, took over as President and served in the post for nearly thirty years until her death in 1999. Mrs Wheeldon was a great champion of the Society, always looking out for opportunities to publicise the choir’s activities and working tirelessly to increase the list of Patrons of the Society.
